Art III
The Art III class emphasizes individual exploration and self-directed projects. Students will expand their knowledge of techniques and materials. There will be an in-depth study of art appreciation with hands-on activities. Students who are interested in pursuing Advanced Placement Art are encouraged to take this course. Prerequisite: Art I and/or Art II (1/2 unit of credit per semester)

ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES

2.  All students will create a portfolio of work. Your art portfolio is a record of the work you have done in this class. Your art journal will also become a record of class notes, sketches, dreams, thoughts, quotes, & drawings.

· Students who have completed a project and are waiting for a critique should work quietly in their art journal or read Art & Man.


